( Director’s Office, UERMMMC Hospital)

1) Picture presentation of equipments.
2) Discussed how we intend to ship the equipments, its estimated cost
and accompanying papers [deed of donation, tax exemptions, value, etc]
3) Process to undertake upon arrival of the shipment in Manila.

> Donated equipments were presented / USB (memory stick) pictures taken from
Dr. Sam Dona’s garage. Majority of the equipments shown were contained in
the table given to us by Mr. Roy Shipley [Clinical Engineering Services, JHH

Ctr.]

> They absolutely want to acquire all the equipments with the exception of the
CO2 laser.

> Dr. Divinagracia requested some few conditions:
1) That all equipments must be tested & in good working condition.
2) That operations & maintenance manuals should be available (or at least
a copy of).

3) Equipments should have at least their own power supply & cables.

He explained that they have had the difficult experience of purchasing some
“peripheral accessories” of some few donated equipments in the hospital, after
contacting its licensed distributors [in the Philippines] occasionally they don’t
get entertained by these same distributors, apparently because the equipment was
not purchased from them. The same is true apparently, regarding equipment
maintenance requirements.
